OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

INSPECTION

Carefully unpack and inspect your burnisher for shipping damage. Each unit is tested and thoroughly
inspected before shipment, and any damage is the responsibility of the delivering carrier who should be
notified immediately.

ELECTRICAL
This machine is battery operated and is designed to operate on 36 voits D.C. (3) 12 volt batteries.

BATTERIES
Burnishers are shipped without batteries.

Part No. 956709 12V 185AH 20 Hr. Rate 3 required

We do not recommend mixing AMP hour capacities. Any alternate battery sets can be used if they equal
physical size and capacity. See page 4 for service and installation.

OPERATION

After pad installation, turn master switch ON. Battery condition meter on control panel will indicate charge
condition of batteries. Main switch indicator light will light up. Lower pad driver assembly by striking tee
handle on rear of control panel upwards and inwards with your knee. Rotate handles forward to turn on
pad driver assembly. Move forward in a straight line, check the reading on the operating range meter to
inusre you are in the GREEN ZONE. Adjust pad pressure as needed.

AFTER USE

Turn main switch OFF. Push down on foot pedal to raise pad. Machine can be cleaned with a mild
detergent and a damp cloth. Batteries should be charged after each use or when battery condition
indicator shows LOW CHARGE.

MAINTENANCE

Periodically remove battery from machine. Clean batteries, battery tray, and battery compartment with a
solution of baking soda and water. Check all battery cables and wiring for signs of damage or wear.
Replace as needed.

Grease front and rear wheel zerts once a month for best operation.
Motor bearings have lifetime lubrication.

DUST CONTROL OPTION

Refer to page 8 for component identification. Dust control shroud item 35 is self adjusting. Replaceable
filter item 69 should be cleaned or replaced after every 8 hours of use or sooner depending on dust
conditions. Dust collection tray item 40 is removable and can be emptied of heavy debris when required.

REPLACING FLOOR SEAL STRIP

When floor seal shows signs of excessive wear, seal should be replaced. Edging can be removed by
grasping seal at front leading edge and pulling off. To install new seal, see page 8 item 55, push edging
on until ends meet. Floor seal edging should be pushed on and seated equally around perimeter of air
shroud.

if either circuit breaker trips, first determine the cause and correct the condition before resetting breakers.

PAD INSTALLATION

Master switch should be in the OFF position before installation and pad driver assembly in the UP
position. Tilt machine back on its rear support. Remove center cup locking device by gripping on outer
edges and turning clockwise. NOTE: Center cup cannot be pulled out it must be unscrewed. After
removing used pad place new pad on pad driver assembly using outer flange of pad driver to center pad.
Push centering locking cup through pad and into pad driver assembly. The ratchet teeth on the center
cup will engage into the pad driver assembly and should be pushed in as far as possible. If further
tightening is needed rotate center locking cup counter clockwise.

PAD PRESSURE ADJUSTMENTS

Pad pressure adjust knob is located on the left side of the control panel. Counterclockwise rotation increases
pad pressure, the opposite rotation decreases. Different floors, floor conditions and pads produce varying
pad load conditions. Ideal burnishing conditions are maintained while the operating range meter remains in
the Green Zone. If meter reads in the Red Zone, decrease pad pressure. When the machine is operated
in the Red Zone for a long period of time, motor overload will occur and the 60 AMP motor circuit will trip. if
the motor circuit trips:

1. Check pad condition

2. Decrease pad pressure

3. Reset circuit breaker.

If burnisher is not used for extended periods of time, batteries should be kept fully charged
with a boost charge once a week.

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CARBON BRUSH REPLACEMENT

Design life carbon brushes is between 1800-2000 hours. Replace brushes if worn to 3/8" or less, broken
or chipped. All carbon brushes should be replaced when motor is serviced. 8 required, PN 740211. Red
indicator on control panel will glow red when carbon brush service is required.
